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The Languages Curriculum and Provision for Pupils with SEND

At Horsford C of E VA Primary school, we believe all pupils should have the opportunity to learn to the best of their capabilities through a broad and balanced,
inclusive curriculum. For our pupils with a Special Educational Need, we scaffold their learning to provide them with the strongest opportunities for success
in our school. We believe firmly in the SEND Code of Practice's statement that 'every teacher is a teacher of SEN' and that our pupils with SEN should be
provided with the same opportunities as their peers in our school. This means that, with their learning being personalised to meet their areas of need, they
feel included in the classroom and make progress year on year. Reasonable adjustments are made in all lessons to enable this.

The Languages curriculum can be adapted to meet the needs of children with SEND in the following ways.

Coloured Paper or recycled paper to minimise visual stress Writing frames and scaffolding

Mixed ability groups — using peers as support and role models Word lists of key vocabulary for pre-learning and as prompts

How will you set about remembering what you have learned today?
How will you read these words aloud, now that you’ve learned that oi is
pronounced [wah]?

What pattern can you see in these adjectival endings?

Why do you think je shortens to j” in all these cases?

Here are some nouns we’ve never met before. Can you work out they
might mean?

What kind of text do you think this is?

Look at the layout of this exercise. What do you have to do?

What do you think the main point of the letter is?
Which words that we’ve met before can we use in our presentation?

Note down five new words from the book you’ve been reading and use them
in your next written piece.
